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History of Ingleton

Ingleton has a long and varied history, it is a very traditional farming area but

al so has been quarried extensively for both

coal, with pits opening and closing every generation and being worked for

many centuries, the last Ingleton Colliery closed for production in 1935.

In addition, cotton spinning took place in mills along the river although the

premises seem to have been fated by fire d firstly being burned down in 1854
to be re -built only to stand empty for many years following the demise of the

cotton trade in Ingleton. It use changed, to the manufacturing of carbide of

calcium then after a re -fit, to make hemp but a disastrous fire struck again, in
1904 and the mill burned to the ground. Its mill chimney remained, until two
Manchester steeplejacks removed this, in 1911.

The term granite is not accurate, although its correct description a pyroclastic
rock built up of the denuded products of a metamorphic area, enclosed in a

matrix of felspathic ash® was incomprehendabl

The new, or model village was specially built for the incoming miners moving
here from the north and the midlands.

We are grateful for the minerds presence

There once operated a tannery in the 1880s, it created a great eyesore and
villagers were glad to see it and its open tan pits go, although the smell it
emitted could not be dealt with as easily.
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
