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On Going Projects

We have decided to improve the appearance of the twenty plus benches around and

about. This involves cleaning, sanding and re -painting or treating the benches then
accompanying each one with one or two planters which when finished will be written

up into a trail to follow around the village which we hope will give enjoyment, and a

different view of the village.

This project has also enabled us to reach a wider audience and encourage more
people to get involved by watering and caring for a planter near to them. This is
working well, and has been a successful method to involve others, without them
feeling pressured to make a bigger commitment than they can manage.
